March 10, 2011 

The meeting was called to order by President Betsy Lee at 9:03 am.  The president provided an agenda and asked for any 
additions.  There were no additions.  A motion to approve the agenda was made by Karen Bain with 2nd by Naedeen Ba-
con and accepted by the Board. 
 
The president called for any changes to the minutes from the January 13, 2011 board meeting.  Under Financials: change 
the words ‘budget was’ to ‘financials were’.  Under Community Service: correct the typographical error of ‘billow’ to 
‘pillow’.  With the changes made, a motion to accept the minutes was made by Dixie Jackson with 2nd by Karen Brim-
hall and accepted by the Board. 
 
The treasurer presented the current financial report.  A motion to accept the financial report was made by Karen Brimhall 
with 2nd by Sue Ludwig and accepted by the Board. 
 
Old Business: 
D&O insurance: President Betsy Lee will check on the insurance late this afternoon. 
 
Checking Account Signature Card: Betsy Lee, Carol Spangler & Dixie Jackson will meet at the bank immediately after 
the board meeting. 
 
Auxiliary members: There are currently 7 auxiliary members.  Four participated in the 2010 Quilt Show.  One is helping 
with the 2012 opportunity quilt.  2 have already participated in the 2010 Quilt Show challenge.  Shari Schmitt is getting 
good scissors for the Auxiliary members, at cost, from Quilt It! Ya Ya.  Caroline Blair has donated chateleine for each of 
the Auxiliary members.  Board members will discus with other guild members the feasibility of continuing to have Auxil-
iary members and will vote at the May board meeting whether to continue the program. 
 
New Business: 
Farmington Museum: Dixie Jackson presented the idea that the Farmington Museum is interested in having the guild 
create key chains and bookmarks to sell at the museum store.  After discussion a motion was made by Naedeen Bacon to 
make key chains and bookmarks for the Farmington Museum store.  The motion was 2nd by Theresa Fetch and accepted 
by the Board. 
 
Fund raisers:  Dixie Jackson presented the idea that the guild could produce a cookbook with member recipes that would 
be sold at the Farmington Museum store.  After discussion it was decided to table the idea, have Dixie Jackson get more 
information and present at the next board meeting. 
 
2012 Opportunity Quilt:  The ‘Maeschen machine’ consisting of Bev, Tammy & Shayla will make the quilt and Theresa 
Fetch will quilt it.  A motion to accept this proposal was made by Sue Ludwig with 2nd by Dixie Jackson and accepted by 
the Board. 
 
Artifacts Gallery-August/September-Bits & Pieces:  Anna Lawing presented this idea.  Artifacts Gallery would like guild 
members to produce things for the show that runs in August and through September.  If there are items that a guild mem-
ber wants to sell, the gallery will keep 30% of the proceeds leaving the guild member 70%.  Any item cannot exceed 40” 
by 40”.  
 
SJQG policies:  

Clarification of pay for a group of guild members as the presenter of a program:  the minutes of the November 11, 
2010 minutes regarding this item are changed as follows:   

If a member, or a group of members, gives both morning and evening meeting programs, she/the group will be 
paid $150 and the group will split the fee.   

If only one program is presented, either am or pm, she/the group will be paid $100and the group will split the 
fee.   
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If a workshop is presented after a morning meeting, she/the group will be paid $150 and the group will 
split the fee.   

If a class is presented on a Saturday or a different day than guild meeting, she/the group will be paid $150 
for a 4 hour class and $200 for a 6-8 hour class and the group will split the fee. 

A motion to accept this change was made by Carol Spangler with 2nd by Dixie Jackson and accepted by the 
Board. 
 
Property: Ellen Vandruff has the discs for the software being used to keep track of membership.  Years ago 
the guild bought cameras and hasn’t known where they are for 10-15 years.  After discussion it was decided 
that the guild needed a list of all the property the guild owns. 
 
Cancellation/delay of guild meeting for bad weather:  After discussion it was decided to follow the decision 
of the 4 school districts.  All 4 school districts must close schools, or start with a 2 hour delay, for the guild 
to do the same thing.  The closure/delay will affect both day and evening meetings.  A 2 hour morning delay 
will indicate that the evening guild meeting will begin on time.  This item will be in every newsletter.  A mo-
tion to put this policy into effect was made by Shari Schmitt and 2nd by Ellen Vandruff and accepted by the 
Board. 

 
Quilt classes for evening group:  Shari Schmitt will present the idea at the evening meeting.

SANE. 
Programs:  Alvone Stocking reported that the April program will be a presentation by a long arm quilters group 
that also belongs to the SJQG.  For the May program, Susan Wood will discus E Quilting.  Susan will hold a 
‘Spider Web’ quilt making class after lunch.  The cost will be $15.  The June program will be a trunk show by 
Virginia Walton of Albuquerque. Virginia will hold a class at the Aztec Masonic Lodge on Wednesday, June 15, 
titled ‘Serpentine Curves”.  The cost will be $30 and there is room for 25 students.  The July program is the SJQG 
Auxiliary member’s show and tell.  Karen Bain will lead a workshop after lunch.  A ‘Quillow’ will be made.  The 
class is specifically for our Auxiliary members but all SJQG members are welcome. 
2011 Quilt Show:  Shari Schmitt has finalized the 2010 Quilt Show report.  The 2011 Quilt Show Challenge went 
over well at the morning and evening meeting on the 8th.
